a. before the names of languages and other subjects of study (asignaturas), unless the subjects of
study follow hablar, en, or de.

El inglés es una lengua. English is a language.

Estudio el espafiol. I study Spanish.

La quimica es dificil. Chemistry is difficult.

¢ 1 ¢+ Subject Pronouns

Subject pronouns are not used in Spanish as often as in English. Normally the verb ending indicates
the subject. Spanish subject pronouns are used for clarity, emphasis, and politeness.

NOTE:

1. Even though subject pronouns are usually omitted, usted, (Ud.), and ustedes (Uds.) are regu-
farly used.

2. The vosotros (familiar plural) form is used in Spain but rarely in Spanish America, where the
ustedes form is preferred.

3. The English pronoun it is not expressed as a subject in Spanish,

ers in Prepositions, which will be more fully explained in the next chapter, are words that define a rela-

tionship to a petson, place, or thing. When a personal pronoun follows a preposition, it takes the
following forms:

a. Prepositional pronouns are used as the objects of a preposition and always follow the preposition.

When the direct object pronoun follows the affirmative command, an accent matk is normally

required on the stressed vowel of the verb in order to keep the original stress. If the affirmative
command has only one syllable (pon), no accent mark is required (ponlo).
