INSECT COLLECTION
Objective

· Present and reinforce knowledge about scientific classification of living organisms

· Recognize and distinguish various arthropods and insects
There are seven insect collection boxes located on the lab tables. All the insects in the boxes are real and were once alive. The boxes have been near mothballs, which give off a strong smell to keep live insects from eating the dead insects in the boxes.

Please be careful with the boxes when observing the insects.  DO NOT TOUCH the boxes and DO NOT MOVE the boxes – MOVE TO a box. Use the magnifying lens as needed. Leave the lens at the table.

DIRECTIONS: 

1. Choose an insect from a collection box.

2. On the line labeled “Figure 1,” write down what INSECT ORDER it belongs in and a COMMON NAME.
3. In the box below, draw your insect and be sure to identify and label the HEAD, THORAX, and ABDOMEN.  
(NOTE: For a Proficient make a labeled drawing/notes for THREE insects and for an Advanced do this for 5 or more insects.)
