10. Jem gets really angry after Scout tells him this story. Why?

(Hint: Jem had told Scout a minute before that he had liked Miss Gates when he had had her as a teacher.) 

Reflection: 
Scout tells Jem that Miss Gates (her teacher) had told the class that it is wrong to hate the Jews like Adolf Hitler does. Miss Gates told the class that the Jews “’…contribute to every society they live in, and most of all, they are a deeply religious people’” (245). But Scout also explains to Jem that she had heard Miss Gates say that, “’…the next thing they think they can do is marry us’” (247).
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
