Can Medication Cure Obesity in Children?  

Abstract


In recent years, policy makers and medical experts have expressed alarm about the growing problem in childhood obesity in the United States.  While most agree that the issue deserves attention, consensus dissolves around how to respond to the problem.  This literature review examines one approach to treating childhood obesity: medication.  The paper compares the effectiveness for adolescents of the only two drugs approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) for long-term treatment of obesity, sibutramine and orlistat.  This examination of pharmacological treatments for obesity points out the limitations of medication suggests the need for a comprehensive solution that combines medical, social, behavioral, and political approaches to this complex problem.

Abstract: Format

1. Start a new page for abstract. 

2. Include your research question 1” from the top (centered and double-spaced).

3. Write “Abstract” on the next line with centered alignment. 

4. Avoid making it bold, italic, quotation marks and underlined. 

5. Double-space the abstract as you do the body of your paper.  Include 12 in font/Times New Roman.

6. Provide your reader with an overview of your topic and your key points (the foci of your body paragraphs).

7. Is a single paragraph containing not more than 100 to 150 words.

Content: Answers 4 Questions within your abstract
1. Why did you choose this study? (motivation, identifying the problem)

2. What did you/will you do and how? (methods, procedure, approach)

3. What did you/do you hope to find? (results, findings, product)

4. What are the larger implications of your findings? (conclusion)

* Questions 3 and 4 often run together.
