2. Be sure that the base for your mask is sturdy such as cardboard so that it will not flop 

down when you hold it up.

3. Decorate your mask.
4. Be sure to have openings for your eyes. 
5. Be sure to attach yarn or string to the sides so it can be worn around your head 

OR attach a thin dowel to the side so you can hold onto the dowel. 
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
