#5 The Panama Canal Now
· Finished: August 15, 1914
· Total Deaths: 5, 069 during U.S. construction
· Total Cost of the Canal: $639 million in 1914 (today that would be like $14 billion)
· Who controls the canal now?
· 1977 Treaty with President Carter returns the canal rights to Panama because the original treaty was unfair and didn’t include the Panamanians.
· U.S. still gets the canal with top priority for warships during emergencies
· Canal will remain open and neutral
· U.S. military reserves the right to protect
