- Seawater is denser than fresh water



* Salt increases density


- Coldwater is denser than warm water


- Light penetrates water up to 11meters in the sea


-Thermocline- under 11 meters its gets COLD


- Earth is 4.6 Billion years old


- Average depth of ocean= 3,800 Meters


- ​Salinity- amount of dissolved salts in sea water


- Ocean is average of 3.5% salt


- Salinity varies Ocean to Ocean
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- Wave- Rhythmic movement that carries energy through space/matter. 



Ex. Ocean Waves


- Wavelength- Depth to which waves disrupt water



- Wave speed increases wave length


- Wave Height- Speed, Durations, Fetch (Distance)


-Tides- rise and fall of sea levels


- Surface currents- Wind, upper few hundred meters
