Before you write your Annotated Bibliography:

1. Read your articles carefully.

2. Make sure they support your stance or are neutral

a. If all your articles argue against your stance, it will be difficult to obtain quotes that support your arguments. 

b. Find new articles if the articles you printed are not useful to your research.

3. Read the articles again, and this time annotate your sources.

a. Highlight the author’s main argument.

b. Write notes in the margins about points you can use in your paper.

c. Underline passages you will use for your quotes
