Improvements for the argumentative essay:
1. Make sure your position is specific and clear. For example: Steinbeck’s assertion that genius can only come from individual minds is valid because no two people can conceive exactly the same idea simultaneously.

2. Be concise and state your ideas clearly. Use words economically and avoid redundancy. For example: “collective collaborations”
3. Use correct transitions. For Example: Einstein separated himself from others and created his theory of relativity alone. For instance, he required solitude and only his own thoughts to give birth to modern-day physics.
4. Avoid vague word choice. For example: “Situations like this occur in everyday things…”
5. Simplify your sentences if you got a lot of Awk./confusing/?.

6. Avoid clichés. For example: “he went above and beyond”
7. Evidence should be clear and specific. For example: Instead of talking about group projects in general, discuss a specific group project.
8. Always explicitly link your evidence back to your thesis/position. For example: Thus Einstein is an embodiment of Steinbeck’s belief that the “lonely mind of man” is the only true origin of creation.
