Jim Bozzell Rotary Community Service Scholarship:  This $1,000 scholarship is for students who have completed community service hours, have financial need, and leadership potential.  Grades are important even though there is not a GPA requirement.  The application deadline is April 15, 2015.  Applications may be downloaded online at www.weatherfordrotary/org or you may pick up an application in the Student Services Center.  Students will need to submit an essay about how performing community service work has impacted their lives.  

Aspiring Animation Professional Scholarship:  Scholarship opportunities are available for students planning to pursue an education in Animation at a post-secondary school or college.  Applicants must submit an essay with their application.  The application is available online at www.AnimationCareerReview.com.  The application deadline is June 1, 2015.
Martin Musical Scholarship:  High school seniors who are planning to pursue studies in performing arts after graduation are encouraged to apply for the Martin Musical Scholarship.  Applications are available in the Student Services Center and the application deadline is April 10, 2015.  Students will need to include an essay with their application demonstrating their qualifications for the scholarship.

SHPE Foundation Scholarship:  Merit and need-based scholarships ranging from $1,000 - $5,000 are being awarded to students who plan to pursue a degree in a Science, Technology, Engineering, or Mathematics field.  Students must send in an official transcript, one letter of recommendation, and a current resume.  Applications must be filled out online and the deadline is May 1, 2015. North Texas Ford Dealers Scholarship:  The North Texas Ford Dealers Association will be offering four $2,000 scholarships to Weatherford High School seniors.  Students going to a University will need at least a 3.0 GPA, 1050 on the SAT or 20 in the ACT, and/or 5 PAP/AP/Dual Credit classes. Texas Hospitality Association Scholarship:  Seniors, win $5,000 for taking 1st place in the Texas Hospitality Association poster competition.  Scholarships are also available for 2nd place, 3rd place and 4th place.  Students must design a poster to be used in the fight against underage drinking conveying the message “If you are under 21, it’s illegal to consume or purchase alcoholic beverages in Texas”.
