I. Table of Contents



The Table of Contents should be a list of every assignment that we do in class. All assignments are expected to be entered in chronological order. Each assignment should have a proper title. (Enlightenment Begins reading notes rather than Ch. 2 Section 1 notes.)

II. Organization

Each notebook should be considered a semester long project that demonstrates a students individual effort in the class. Thus, all assignments and notes belong in the notebook in the order that they were handed out. Handouts are pasted neatly into the notebook, maps are completed with care, and effort is shown on a daily basis.

III. Neatness

Each notebook will be cared for, handouts will be pasted neatly into the notebook, and creative assignments will demonstrate “pride in effort.”
