	Think about discoveries/inventions. How have they benefited our lives today? Is there anything we still use?
	Design an advertisement for an item you might buy or use during the Ancient Greek period.

	Produce an annotated timeline for the Ancient period. 
	Make a poster by cutting out or drawing pictures of a particular aspect of Ancient Greek culture.
	Think about inventions from Ancient Greece that we use now. Make drawings with labels.
	Design a front page of a newspaper and think of a name for it. Include stories and illustrations.
	
	Write a poem to describe one aspect of life as an Ancient Greek.

	Make a wordsearch using vocabulary from this topic.
