1. Age of Exploration - period in history from the 15th century to the 17th century, during which Europeans explored and mapped the world.
2. attempt -  make an effort or attempt
3. inquiry - a search for knowledge
4. scientific method – logical procedure for gathering information in which experimentation and observation are used to test a hypothesis.
5. theory - a well-substantiated explanation of some aspect of the natural world
6. Hobbes, Thomas: English philosopher who advocated absolute sovereignty as the only kind of government that could resolve problems caused by the selfishness of human beings 
7. Locke, John: a seventeenth-century English philosopher. He attacked the doctrine of the divine right of kings and argued that governments depend on the consent of the governed.
8. Natural rights – the rights all people are born with, such as life, liberty and property.
9. indicate - give evidence of
10. cornerstone - the fundamental assumptions from which something is begun or explained
11. Voltaire : French philosopher and writer whose works epitomize the Age of Enlightenment, often attacking injustice and intolerance, advocating freedom of religion and free speech.. He wrote Candide (1759) and the Philosophical Dictionary (1764).
12. Rousseau :  French philosopher who saw the social contract as an agreement among free individuals to create a government that would respond to the people’s will.
13. consent - give an affirmative reply to.
14. Montesquieu :  French philosopher who pointed out any person in power will try to increase its power, so that power must be controlled by the separation of powers.
15. Separation of Powers – the assignment of the executive, legislative, and judicial powers to different groups in the government.
16. establish - use as a basis for; found on.
17. cost - the total spent, including money and time.
18. resent - feel bitter or indignant about.
19. stable - firm and dependable; subject to little change.
20. representative government – a government in which citizens elect  representatives to make laws for them.
21. federal system – a system of government in which power is divided between a central authority and a number of individual states.
22. unrest -  a state of agitation or turbulent change.
23. clergy - the body of people ordained for religious duties in the Christian Church.
24. inequities - when a situation is not fair or equal. 
25. Estates General – an assembly of representatives from all three social classes in France.
26. summon - ask to come.
27. stormed (v) - a direct and violent assault on a stronghold.
28. autocratic - given to exercising usually unwarranted power.
29. National Assembly - New government body created by the members of the Third Estate  who voted to begin a representative government and to pass laws and reforms in the name of the French people.
30. Declaration of Rights of Man – A statement of revolutionary ideals adopted by France’s National Assembly in 1789.
31. radical - Departing markedly from the usual or customary; extreme.
32. Reign of Terror – Period from 1793-1794 when Maximilien Robespierre ruled France and thousands of citizens were executed.
33. dissent - a difference of opinion.
34. authoritarian - expecting unquestioning obedience.
35. leisure -  time available for ease and relaxation.
