Sophomore Honors English 2010-2011
Welcome to the 2011-2012 school year and to our English classroom.  The purpose of English 2 Honors is to prepare students for AP English, and as a result, this will be a rigorous class in which students will be required to read, write, and think at an advanced level.  Throughout the year, students will develop the skills and practices necessary to succeed in La Quinta’s AP program and in their college studies.  Higher-level analytical thinking and communication skills are key components in this preparation.

In studying World Literature, students should gain diverse perspectives on people, culture, and society.  We will read and analyze many works of literature throughout the year while emphasizing the skills needed to be successful in a pre-AP English program.  In studying literature, a pre-AP student must be able to independently analyze assigned works. In addition to the literature, students will be required to write both processed and timed writings.  In connection to these writing assignments, we will focus on mastering writing conventions in order to improve each student’s writing skills.  This is a writing course, so students should be prepared to spend significant time working on their writing.  

This year will be a fruitful one, and we have much to learn from each other.  The following are the general rules and practices of our class. This is our classroom and home for the whole year, so let’s make it a happy and healthy one; we can do that by following these simple guidelines.  Please read, understand, and keep this copy with you throughout the school year. 

Supplies: 

· College ruled paper

· 1 Red Pen, 1 Black or Blue Pen, 1 #2 Pencil
· A dry erase marker (the skinny one in any color)

· Highlighters in several different colors

· A travel dictionary (and possible thesaurus)

· Post-its or sticky notes for annotations

· 5 Subject – College Ruled Notebook (minimum 150 sheets) 

· 4 Sections in the following order: Warm-Ups/Wrap-Ups; Grammar; Literature; Writing

· 1 inch 3 Ring Binder

· 3 Sections in the following order: Handouts; Current Assignments; Graded Work

Class Rules:

1. Respect the teacher

2. Respect your classmates

3. Respect the classroom

4. Respect yourself

5. Be responsible

Respect is defined as treating others and other people’s things as you would like yourself and your things to be treated.  Here are the rules in a nutshell: do not talk or mess around when the teacher or your peers are speaking, do not leave trash or break anything in the room, and work hard so that you receive a grade that you and your parents will be proud of.   In addition, be responsible for your actions and learning because the only thing you can control is yourself: be on time, bring your materials, engage in the learning process, and don’t let others lead you off the path to success.  

Additional Policies:

· Raise your hand to speak

· No profanity

· No electronic devices (refer to the school’s policy)

· Be in your seat and ready to work when the bell rings

· Do not pack up or leave your seat until excused

· All materials must be brought to class every day

Come prepared to think, read, write, listen, and speak (on topic) every single day, and do not be surprised when I ask you to do these tasks.

Formative (Progress)

Examples are classwork, notes, independent or group work, presentations, and quizzes that are graded for progress towards mastery of the standards.




Summative (Mastery)

Examples are projects, final essays, presentations, and tests that are graded for mastery of the standards.
Homework and Test Make-Up/Late Policy:

Homework: Late work is only accepted in the case of an excused absence or if the student has pre-arranged with the teacher to turn the work in late.  Students have the same amount of days they are excused absent to turn in the late work.  So if you are absent for one day, you have one day to turn it in (ex. Absent on Monday, turn in on Wednesday).  
Tests and Quizzes: Tests and quizzes can only be made up if the absence is excused.  It is the student’s responsibility to set up a make-up time with the instructor.  No more than a week can go by after the absence for a student to make up a test or quiz.
Major Assignments: Final essays and projects must be turned in on time.  This means that they must be emailed to me before 12pm on the day they are due, handed in by a parent, or sent in with a friend.  After the due date, the assignment is worth 50% for up to a week, after which it may no longer be turned in for credit.  Part of the education process is learning to be responsible, so make time to complete these very valuable assignments and make sure that you receive all the credit that they deserve.

La Quinta High School Academic Honesty:  Cheating Policy
The use of any form of unauthorized aid to complete a teacher’s assignment or test is considered to be cheating.  This activity is defined as, but not limited to:

· Submitting for class credit any project or material which is partially or totally the work of someone else, including copying papers, homework assignments or test.

· Preparing work for another student or giving/lending assigned work to another student who will represent this work as his/her own.

· Communication with anyone other than the teacher during a test, including giving or receiving verbal, written, or visual aid during a test.

· Willfully exchanging (receiving or disclosing) information as to the content of the test with any other student who will be taking the test in another class or section.

Basically, don’t use other people’s work or ideas and claim they are your own.  This is a very serious problem, so please, if you have any questions regarding plagiarism or cheating, please talk to me first before you make a mistake.  
If you cheat or plagiarize, I will strictly follow the school’s discipline policy.  This will result in an F on the assignment and a referral to the office.  This is a very serious issue, and on top of the school’s consequences, it can damage valuable trust between the teacher and the student.  
All essays will be turned into Turn It In online.

To make this simple, write your own essays, do your own homework, and cite your sources, and we will maintain a healthy, happy classroom.
