A.  The 15th Amendment

1. The purpose of the 15th a\Amendment (1870) was to grant suffrage to newly freed slaves.

2. Between the 1950s and the 1970s, Congress passed a number of civil rights laws designed to end disenfranchisement of African Americans.

B. The Civil Rights Acts of 1957 and 1960

1. The Civil Rights Act of 1960 provided for the appointment of federal voting referees, who could be sent anywhere a federal court found discrimination.

D. The Voting Rights Act of 1965 and Its Amendments
1. The Voting Rights Act of 1965 was a vigorous attempt to enforce the 15th Amendment by attacking discriminatory practices in the South and sending in federal officials to ensure that African Americans were allowed to vote.
