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1. Write simply. Showing off your wide range of vocabulary will not help you become a better journalist. Remember, you would want to avoid confusing your readers as much as possible. So, keep things simple as much as possible. Avoid using words that sound alien to your readers and avoid using complicated sentences and paragraphs.

2. Be accurate. This is something that is very important in the field of journalism. Remember, you have the ability to influence public opinion as such, it is very important for you to make sure that every information you put in your articles are based on facts. Verify all the data that you've gathered by talking to as many people as possible before you get your articles published.

3. Stick with recent events. Don't even think about writing issues that happened months ago. Keep in mind that your audience is reading newspapers because they want to know the latest happenings in their surroundings. So, know and write the things that are happening right now.

4. Balanced reporting. Present all the sides of your chosen story. Let your facts speak out for themselves.

5. Keep it tight. Avoid inserting information that is not really relevant to your story as this will just confuse your readers and will make your articles unnecessarily lengthy.

6. Don't save the best for last. Using lengthy introductions and building suspense will not help you get your articles read. If you want your readers to pay attention, you need to present the best, all essential information on your first paragraph.

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I (Mr. W.) would like to add to the following:

1. As this is a tabloid magazine, use simple but provocative language. Gossip!

2. Be sure to stick to the facts you researched, but you can invent details around them. Yes, Narcissus drowned in a pond from attempting to kiss his own image. That you won’t change, but you might name the pond and invent other small, interesting details surrounding the story.

3. Include at least two invented quotes from fictional sources (i.e. a god, hero, or Greek citizen). You are a reporter so you will have to conduct a couple of interviews.

4. Use the name of your magazine in your article. “Calliope told (insert name of magazine) that…”

5. Make sure you include the who, what, when, where, and why of your story in your first paragraph.

6. Imagine that what you are reporting on happened within the past week. You don’t have to tell everything about your story…maybe just part of it.
