SI Unit: meter

1 meter (m) = 10 decimeters (dm)

1 meter (m) = 100 centimeters (cm)

1 meter (m) = 1000 millimeters (mm)

1 meter (m) = 1,000,000 micrometers (mm)

1 meter (m) = 1,000,000,000 nanometers (nm)

1000 meters (m) = 1 kilometer (km)


1 centimeter (cm) = 10 millimeters (mm)
