Element Representation

Choose one element, from the representative elements, as the topic of this project.  No two people in a class may have the same element.

You will be making a poster for your chosen element.  This poster will include the Element Key as described in Chapter 6, Section 1.   You must also have a visual representation of the element, a picture or a drawing.  

Write a paragraph about your element.  This should include who discovered the element, when, where the name comes from, the melting and boiling point, density, it’s state in nature, and at least three uses of the element. You can mention isotopes, occurrence in nature, half-life uses, and other information. Your paragraph may be typed or neatly written in pen.   

You may use your book to find some of the information, but you will need to utilize outside research to find out all of the information.  On a separate piece of paper, stapled to the poster, include a bibliography of sources used.  Use APA style.  Alphabetize your list.  Indent under the author’s last name.  For additional help refer to www.bibme.org/. 

The poster needs to be on a single 8 ½ by 11 sheet of paper.  It should be visually appealing and easy to understand.
