Overview of course: This course is broken up into 2 semesters.  The first semester will cover the History of the Hawaiian Kingdom from the arrival of Captain Cook to the Annexation of the Hawaiian Islands by the United States in 1898.  The second semester will cover the Pacific Islands (Micronesia, Polynesia, Melanesia) and the current issues and problems that exist there today.  
Note about course:  This course is different from the other core courses as the semester grade is what counts.  No year grade is given for this course.  In other words, students need to pass each of the 2 semesters in order to be promoted to 9th grade.  
Objectives of the Course:
1. To grow in appreciation of our state’s history and grow in knowledge of the Pacific Islands

2. To analyze and create one’s own conclusion about the Overthrow of the Hawaiian Kingdom

3. To look at history from different perspectives and draw one’s own conclusions

4. Read different materials such as primary sources, articles, plays, etc.

5. To achieve mastery of the General Learner Outcomes (GLO’s)

6. To achieve mastery of the specified Social Studies content standards

Materials Needed: (Please have the following materials with you every day for class)
1. Folder paper

2. Blue or black ballpoint pens

3. Pencils
Classroom Expectations:  In addition to Chapter 19 and school wide rules and policies, this classroom will follow the TRIBES agreements.  The agreements are as follows…

Infractions that are given detention for the first offense are the following…

3. Other infractions that may be serious enough to receive detention on the first offense
