The British Library has two complete copies of the Gutenberg Bible and a small but important fragment of a third copy. One copy shown above, printed on paper, was transferred in 1829 to the British Library with the library of King George III (1738-1820). The other copy, printed on vellum, was bequeathed by Thomas Grenville (1755-1846).
