· First, respond as a believer: discuss the reasons why you believe the author’s argument. Try to see the world through the text’s perspective, adopting its ideology, actively supporting its ideas and values. Think of life experiences or other things you’ve read that back up the author’s point of view and ideas. 
· Second, read the text as a doubter: discuss all the reasons why you doubt the same argument. Try to think of all the problems, limitations or weaknesses in the author’s argument. Brainstorm for personal experiences that refute or call into question the author’s view.
