1. Read through s first time. While reading, highlight phrases or sentences that are the writer’s “golden lines” or especially vivid or well-worded parts of the description.
2. Read through the description a second time. Correct any grammatical errors and underline any awkward or unclear areas.

3. Read through a third time and answer the following questions:

a. Do you feel oriented spatially? Are there any parts of the description in which you feel disoriented or you’re unsure what the writer is referring to? Indicate where these areas are and make suggestions as to how the writer might clarify.

b. Is there a dominant impression of the shell that the writer communicates? If so, what is it?

c. Are their any clichés in the description? If so, list them.

d. Are their any figures of speech that seem odd/confusing or that you have trouble picturing? If so, indicate which ones could be improved.

e. Are there any words that are repeated throughout? If so, circle them in the description.
f. Put a box around any periodic sentences in your partner’s description.

g. Put a cloud around any cumulative sentences in your partner’s description.

h. Do you see any polysyndeton, asyndeton, parallel structure, anaphora, or inversion? If so, label.
