Presidents of the 1920s										
President Warren G. Harding Republican, Ohio, #29
1. Budget Accounting Act: 1921, gave the executive branch more power to control government spending and the President must submit an annual budget to Congress.

2. Arms Limitation: naval powers of the world, serious arrangement to limit the world’s weapons.

3. Tea Pot Dome Scandal: After his death, 1924 a scandal arose that Secretary of Interior Albert Fall illegally leased navy oil fields to private investors in exchanges for a kickback ($). Oil fields in Wyoming and California.

4. Books: Scandals after his death, many believed them-
1) Wife had poisoned him
2) Lady claimed to have an affair with Harding= illegitimate child


5. Fun Facts:  newspaper man, only president to be elected on his birthday, womanizer, gambler, drinker, extrovert, “lacked intelligence,” 1st president to visit Alaska.
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President Calvin Coolidge #30 Republican, Massachusetts
1. Personality/ nickname: “Silent Cal”
Mean-spirited, high “nasaly” voice, quiet, dry wit, not sociable

2. Approach to the U.S. economy: relied on cabinet (Secretary of Treasury Andrew Mellon), right reign on budget, no pay raises for postal workers, limited government, vetoed bonuses for army vets, failed to anticipate the Depression, missed the warning signs of the economy

3. Attitude towards taxes:  lowered twice, small government big business

4. Fun Facts: lawyer, governor, fisherman, electric horse for exercise, liked to play dress-up for photo ops, sworn in as president by his father (Justice Coolidge)



President Herbert Hoover Republican, CA, #31
1. Attitude towards government intervention in the economy: big business man, reserved, stiff.
Greedy capitalism= doesn’t approve, tried to run the government like a business

2. Volunteerism: Hoover asked corporations to volunteer jobs, increase wages for workers, didn’t work and was a passive move on his part.

3. Stock Market Crash: economy tanked on Oct. 1929. He lacked charisma and the public didn’t feel confident towards Hoover, not inspirational. Hoover and the U.S. were traumatized by the Depression.


4. Bonus Army: June 1932, WWI army vets demanded their bonus (not to be paid until 1945) so they protested and marched. Congress and President denied them the bonus and Hoover told General MacArthur to get rid of them- MacArthur exceeded orders and torched the vets camp outside the city. Hoover took the blame for it though.

a. “Hoover Hotel:” cardboard/ wooden shack

b. “Hooverville:” village of cardboard/wooden shacks


c. “Hoover Flag:” empty pant pockets turned out (no $)


5. Fun Facts: orphan, Stanfurd grad, mining company- millionaire, “Hoover Ball” for exercise, first president to have a telephone in the Oval Office, defensive and melancholy
