· Take a little walk outside, alone, and find a tree, flower, bird, insect, or some other aspect of nature and describe it in great detail
· Try to use imagery and descriptive language that reflects all the senses—sight, touch, taste, sound, smell, movement.

· You are also encouraged to use figurative language (metaphors, similes, personification, etc.) to paint a picture with your words.
· After you have described your natural object in detail, describe the emotions it inspires in you. 

· Note: this response should be a poem—but it can be a prose poem, a free verse poem, or a poem with rhyme and meter. 

·  You should be back in the classroom within 10 minutes—15 at the most. Please go in different directions and do this on your own. Solitude is important for this exercise.

Journal Prompt:

· Paint a picture of the most beautiful natural place you have ever visited. As you remember this place, try to hit all the senses—sight, smell, touch, hearing, taste—in your description so that it is chock-full of imagery. 

· You are also encouraged to use figurative language (metaphors, similes, personification, etc.) to paint pictures with your words. 

· Describe not only the sensations the place created in you, but also the emotions it inspired. Is there something apart from the natural beauty of this particular place that evoked powerful emotions in you? Explain.
