4. What does it man that Frederic Henry will not allow Rinaldi to “talk dirty” about Catherine?








5. Rinaldi seems to be very upset by the war. 

He says that he cares about only three things. What are they?

6. Why does speaking to the priest upset Frederic?

Reflection: Frederic is back at the front. What might be some of his thoughts? List at least three.
For example, one might be, “I want to kiss Catherine. I would rather be with her than talking to this priest.”
