2) Utilitarianism (Jeremy Bentham)

3) Utopianism (Charles Owen)

4) Socialism (Charles Fourier)

5) Marxism/Communism (Karl Marx, Friedrich Engels)

6) Labor Union Movement
You will complete the following requirements as a team of 1, 2, or 3:

Use your “Age of Reform” Notes, pages 267-272 in the text, and additional book/on line resources
1) 2 Page Speech

Write a 1 ½ page speech explaining why your group is opposed to/in favor of the Industrial Revolution and the factory system. What criticisms does your group have of government’s role in the Industrial Revolution? What does your group think government should do to fix some of the problems of the Industrial Revolution? What does your group think about how the social classes interact as a result of the Industrial Revolution? What does your group think about capitalism, how it works, and its results? How does your group think things can change in industrialized nations? What does your group think about conflict between the rich and the poor? Why? You must also mention at least 3 other group’s views on Industrialism/Capitalism. You must explain what their views are, why you agree/disagree with them, and what you think of their tactics for 
     change.

2) 1 Minute Silent Charade

Your team will create a one minute silent charade showing your group’s thoughts on capitalism, its problems, and how to fix them. Your charade will not contain dialogue, but you may use signs, props, and other objects to show meaning. Your charade should be a short skit that shows your group’s opinions on industrialism and what is wrong with it. You may include relationships between social classes, factory work, and ways to fix problems caused by industrialization. You will turn in a detailed  
1 page explanation of the charade: What is the setting? What is the action taking place? Who are the characters? What is the issue being shown? What are the props?

3) Billboard Advertisement

Your team will create a billboard advertisement to promote your group’s views. Your billboard will be created on butcher paper. You must include color, symbols, characters, quotes, images, scenes, objects that represent your group and its views towards Industrialism/Capitalism. You must also include a catchy slogan/phrase to your billboard. Your billboard is intended to persuade and convince people to join your group in the reform movement of Industrialism.

4) 3 Questions to Ask Other Characters:
During the press conference your team will have the opportunity to ask other groups questions about capitalism, industrialism, government’s role in the economy and fixing social problems, how to fix social problems, equality, conflict between social classes, democracy, and similar topics. Create 3 unique questions to ask each other group. The 3 questions must be different for each group. Use the text and notes to find out a bit more about each other group and create 3 probing questions about their views on industrialism, its problems, and how to fix them. Questions will be based on what you find out about that group. It should be clear that you know about that group’s views based on the questions you ask them. DO NOT REPEAT THE SAME 3 EXACT QUESTIONS FOR ALL 6 OTHER GROUPS!!
