c. You will be given FOUR class periods to work on this during the Canterbury Unit. However, you must also schedule a time OUTSIDE of class to meet and collaborate.

d. Follow ALL directions carefully. Edit/Police each other as well as yourself.
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Part IV:


    Argumentative “essay” will be submitted (500 – 600 words)


MUST include citations from ALL authentic documents.


ALL GROUP MEMBERS must work on this essay together. 


Document should be shared with all members INCLUDING THE TEACHER.


Keep in mind that the google doc will show WHO worked on the document and in what capacity.


Thesis (in the first paragraph) MUST give a clear argument


Body should include specific evidential support from the authentic documents.


Body MUST include at least ONE counter argument – why one may not consider this place not a place for a pilgrimage (You MUST always consider other points of view!)


Conclusion should leave the most impression on the audience: DO NOT introduce any new information, but SYNTHESIZE the information from the body.





Part II:


5 + Document analysis worksheets for authenticity will be submitted (ALL citations made MUST have a Document Analysis worksheet for each) (Another shared document)


a.   Document may include artwork, lyrics to music, poetry, literary work, website, news article, pamphlet, etc.


b.   MAY NOT use same TYPE of document more than once.

Part I:


PLACE in CALIFORNIA must be approved by teacher before beginning


Groups must decide TOGETHER. However, you may come to the teacher for ideas/suggestions.


PLACE must be significant in some way


Historic, Artistic, Musical (lyrics of a song), Cultural, Literary


Group will submit a proposal in BUSINESS LETTER FORMAT BEFORE beginning


Remember to look at the format I’ve already given you, however, instead of your street addresses, please write all group members’ email addresses.


Remember there are three paragraphs in the business letter format


You must persuade Miss Okada that this PLACE is significant





Part V:


      Final Presentation will be given on DUE date


MAX 5 minutes


Presentation may be performed in front of class or may be presented as a video.


MUST use technology, whether through Prezi, PowerPoint, or Video. There should be enough visual evidence for your arguments


MUST have some kind of chart/graph as part of your argument, included in presentation.


EVERYONE in the group MUST have equal speaking time in the presentation.





**RULE #1:
