	Fingerspell
	

	Llama
	Fingerspell
	Aslpro

	Bear
	Cross your arms over your chest (left over right) With hands almost at the opposite shoulders, make a scratching motion with your all of your fingers.
	aslpro

	Fish
	Non-dom hand in a B-h/s (or 1-h/s) touches the wrist of your Dom hand. Dom hand is in an open B –h/s. It wiggles like a fish swimming

	Shark 
	(1) dom hand is B- h/s and is in- between the fingers of the non-dom. Looks like shark fin in water. Moves in an “S” pattern like swimming.

(2) B – h/s on forehead like you are the shark

	Octopus 
	Non- dom hand fingers on the wrist of your Dom. Hand. Wiggle fingers like the legs
	aslpro

	Dolphin
	Non-Dom arm across chest (like in table), hand in b-h/s. Dom hand with the 1-h/s moves in up and down like a dolphin jumping out of the water
	aslpro

	Whale 
	(1) Non-dom arm across chest, hand in S-h/s. Dom hand behind non-dom arm, S to 5 h/s like whale’s spout shooting water out. 

(2)  From left to right move a Y- h/s like a whale’s tale flippling.

	Lizard
	Starting at your nose, H-h/s starts out then moves under your thumb to be flicked back out, while moving in a U-shape (similar to the movement of LOUSY). NMS – make ‘th’ noise while tongue is slightly out.

	Snake
	Bent-V h/s wiggles forward 
	aslpro

	Dog
	Quickly spell D-O-G Or tap your hip and snap your fingers
	aslpro

	Cat
	Index finger and thumb trace a cat's whiskers from the cheek outwards. 

F-h/s (can be 1 or 2 handed)

	Cow
	Y-h/s with thumb on head, turn hand down
	aslpro

	Chicken
	Place a right "g" hand at the mouth (this is the sign for "bird). Then place tips of the "g" hand into the upturned palm of the left hand. Note: It is the second half of the sign that makes the sign specific to "chicken," as a chicken is a bird that pecks.
	aslpro

	Bird 
	Place the right "G" hand at the right side of the mouth with fingers pointing forward, as if to create a bird's beak. Open and close the finger and thumb once or twice to emulate the movement of a bird's beak.

	Duck
	Create the "duck" sign by adding one finger to the "bird" sign. This emphasizes the flat beak of the duck.

	Eagle 
	Gently place the back of an "X" hand against the lips. This illustrates the eagle's crooked beak.

	Fox
	Lightly touch the forefinger of a right "F" hand to the nose.

	Flamingo 
	Sign PINK and BIRD

	Penguin 
	B-h/s pointed out from your hips. Make a slight waddle movement like penguins move.

	Turtle
	Dom hand covering your Non-dom hand in an A-h/s, Dom hand move slightly back and forth as your thumb pokes out like a turtles head

	Horse 
	3-h/s fingers together. Thumb on temple. Wiggle fingers up and down
	aslpro

	Donkey
	Open B-h/s with thumb on temple. Move hand down twice.

	Panda 
	P- h/s moves  in a circle around the eye. 
	aslpro

	Mouse
	Gently brush your nose twice using the D – h/s. 
	aslpro

	Hamster
	Same as mouse, with an H – h/s 
	

	Raccoon
	Sign ANIMAL, then MASK (with 3 handshape) 
	aslpro

	Kangaroo
	Hold curved  "b" hands slightly in front of the body, palms down. Then move hands up and down twice to imitate the jumping of a kangaroo.
	signingsavvy

	Elephant
	Using a curved "B" hand, trace an imaginary elephant's trunk from your nose outward.
	aslpro

	Giraffe
	Place a C – h/s at the neck and then move it upward and outward as if tracing the long neck of the giraffe.
	aslpro

	Lion
	Hold a cupped open-fingered hand at the forehead's hairline. Then move the hand backward across the curve of the top of the head, illustrating the lion's mane
	aslpro

	Tiger
	Move open hands (fingers slightly bent) across the eyes and outward, illustrating the tiger's stripes.  (can use 1 or 2 hands)
	Aslpro 



	Zebra
	Place open hands on the center of the chest and move both hands outward simultaneously.
	aslpro

	Monkey
	With curved hands, pantomime scratching sides as a monkey would.
	aslpro

	Wolf
	Hold a right curved hand in front of the nose as if you are about to grab it. Then move the hand outward and forward, closing the fingers into a bent-O h/s. The sign should move forward about the length of a wolf's nose.
	aslpro

	Chipmunk/ Squirrel
	Bent V’s up and down like a chipmunk’s teeth. If specifically a chipmunk, fingerspell after the sign.
	aslpro

	Deer
	Place the thumbs of open hands, palms forward, at the temples to show the buck's horns.
	aslpro

	Bee
	Touch F –h/s on cheek, then B-h/s across your face
	aslpro

	Sheep
	Using the back of a dom "v" hand, pantomime cutting wool on the left forearm
	aslpro

	Skunk
	P –h/s from forehead move backwards, like the white stripe of a skunk
	Paper

	Alligator
	Move open bent hand up and down like an alligator’s mouth
	Paper

	Seal
	Clap hands like a seal 
	Paper

	Walrus
	O –h/s from mouth, in an arch moving out, like tusks 
	Paper

	Rhinoceros
	Start with C-h/s at nose, move upward and out, closing hand, like you are tracing the rhinoceros’ horn 
	paper

	Rabbit
	Place "U" hands one over the other, the back of the right wrist touching the inside of the left wrist. Move the fingers slightly as if the rabbit's long ears are twitching.
