Fascism is a totalitarian system.  Nazism is German fascism under Hitler, all quotes are from fascist Germany.

1. Fascism allows private ownership of property, but the government regulates and controls industry.

2.   Fascism is opposed to basic human equality.

3.   Fascist philosophy disregards the individual, his rights, and the concept of due process of law.

       “The more freedom of opinion that is conceded to an individual, the more it can harm the interest of the entire people.”

         “We do not recognize the exaggerated dictum that the law must prevail, even if everything collapses.  We consider as a primary thing not the law but the people… there can be only the one concept of the law: namely the one laid down by the Fuhrer… the law and the will of the Fuhrer is one.”

4.    Fascism is anti-democratic and anti-Communist.

5.    In a fascist system, what is most important is the interest of the state (nation); all other interests are secondary. 

       “There are no personal liberties of the individual which fall outside of the realm of the state and which must be respected by the state… there are no longer any questions of a private sphere free of state influence.”

6.   Fascism is a total way of life, controlled through propaganda (the lie), education and violence.   

       From a basic arithmetic test as prepared by the Nazis: “The Jews are aliens in Germany.  In 1933 there were 66,066,000 inhabitants of the German Reich, of whom 499,682 are Jews.  What is the percentage of aliens?”

      “If there are still people in Germany today who say-we will not join your community, we will remain as we are then I reply: you will pass on but after you will come a generation that knows nothing else.” Hitler

      “All sports organizations must get instructions in politics and party philosophy.  Non-political sport, so called natural sport, is unthinkable.”

     “A definite factor in getting a lie believed is the size of the lie.  The broad mass of the people, in the simplicity of their hearts, more easily fall victim to a big lie than to a small one.” Hitler

7.    Nazism combines all the above fascist ideas with racism.

       “None but members of the nation Volk (folk) may be citizens of the state.  None but those of German blood, whatever their creed, may be members of the nation.”
