	The election of Richard Nixon to the presidency in 1968 indicated that the American people wanted this.
	The final outcome of the bus boycott triggered by the arrest of Rosa Parks was that the bus line 
was desegregated by a ruling from this group.
	This high-water mark of peaceful interracial civil rights demonstrations occurred in the summer of 1963.
	This part of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 was significant to the women's movement because it provided federal legislation that was used to attack sexual discrimination.

	A group of young poets, writers, and artists who were critical of middle-class society were called this.


	In 1965, the twenty-year debate over national health care culminated in the passage of Medicare, whose recipients were this group.
	The most significant accomplishment of the Montgomery boycott was that it led to the elevation to prominence of this civil rights leader.
	During 1950s, they were the poorest ethnic group in the United States.

	Senator Joseph McCarthy overreached himself when he launched an attack on this person.
	 "Freedom riders" in the early 1960s aimed at doing this.
	The people who became the New Left in the 1960s received much of their inspiration from earlier experiences in this movement.
	The Cuban Missile Crisis was resolved when this agreement was reached between Kennedy and Khruschev.
