��������������Christ appears before Peter, James and John transfigured: his face shines like the sun, his garments become white as snow; Christ appears to speak to Moses and Elias.  God also speaks out of a cloud, saying, “This is my beloved Son…”This moment represents Christ’s first manifestation of his divinity before his disciples. ���When Jesus arrives in Bethany, he finds that Lazarus is dead and has already been in his tomb for four days. He meets first with Martha and Mary in turn. Martha laments that Jesus did not arrive soon enough to heal her brother and Jesus replies with the well-known statement, "I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die".� HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Raising_of_Lazarus" \l "cite_note-5#cite_note-5" �[6]� In the presence of a crowd of Jewish mourners, Jesus comes to the tomb. Over the objections of Martha, Jesus has them roll the stone away from the entrance to the tomb and says a prayer. He then calls Lazarus to come out and Lazarus does so, still wrapped in his grave-cloths. Jesus then calls for someone to remove the grave-cloths. �








�According to the Gospels, before entering Jerusalem, Jesus was staying at � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Bethany_(Biblical_village)" \o "Bethany (Biblical village)" �Bethany� and � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Bethphage" \o "Bethphage" �Bethphage�, and the Gospel of John adds that he had dinner with � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Lazarus" \o "Lazarus" �Lazarus�, and his sisters Mary and Martha…Jesus then rode the donkey into Jerusalem, with the Synoptics adding that the disciples had first put their � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cloak" \o "Cloak" �cloaks� on it, so as to make it more comfortable. The Gospels go on to recount how Jesus rode into Jerusalem, and how the people there lay down their cloaks in front of him, and also lay down small branches of trees. �After His death, the soul of Jesus, still united to the divinity, descended into the realm of the dead, which the Creed calls "hell", in the old English usage. It does not mean at all the hell of the damned. He visited what is called the Limbo of the Fathers. For the just, who had died in the state of grace, and had paid all the debt of their sins, were still not admitted to the vision of God until Jesus had died.
