Photo Memory Poem

Consider your photos.  Make a list of details you remember/associate with each memory or time.  You may focus on yourself at that particular age; family stories associated with the specific event the picture recalls, and/or your own perceptions/memories of the particular time in your life.  Strive for specifics; avoid generalities.

For your current photo, you may think about yourself now, how you have grown and what you see for yourself in the future.

After you have enough, start writing.  Your poem may be one long poem with shifts/transitions, or a collection of shorter poems linked though the act of memory.

You may use a closed or open form.
