Cell Analogy Poster
An analogy is when you compare or find similarities between two things – this assignment will have you compare the function of the cell parts to something else you are familiar with.  

1) TITLE your poster at the top.  Use the following format:
“An Animal cell is like ______.  “
[In the blank space, put what you chose to compare the cell to.]

2) Front of poster  

· Draw a destination or object (with all its internal parts) to compare the cell to – use at least 75% of the space
**For example, a cell can be compared to a factory because all the parts of the factory help it function properly, just like the organelles help the cell to function properly. 

· LABEL & COLOR with the names of the actual parts AND the parts of the cell you are comparing it to in parentheses.


**Ex:  Main office of the factory (NUCLEUS)

· If you draw people, no stick figures!!  Give people faces, clothing, etc.
3) BACK LEFT side of poster 


· Draw an ANIMAL cell diagram – use at least 75% of the space
· LABEL all 10 parts listed below & COLOR the cell.

· Use p.175 of Biology textbook for pictures
4) BACK RIGHT side of poster

· Write the cell parts and their matching analogy part with an explanation as to why they belong together.  The functions must match the cell parts!
· Number these analogies as a list on the back.
· The cell part, what you are comparing it to, and the reason MUST be underlined!
· Start each explanation like this…
