I. Events/ Details : know the specific events that occur in the novel and the chronology of the events.

 
Example: What is the name of the hotel where Gatsby and Tom argue over Daisy?

II. Characters: know the traits of the characters, know the symbolic meanings of their names, know how they relate to one another
Example: What is symbolic about Meyer Wolfsheim’s name?

III. Quotes: Know some of the major quotes from the book, who said each quote, who each was said about, and what the significance of each quote is.

Example: Who said, “Her voice is full of money”? Who was it said about? What does this quote tell us about the characters and the society of the 1920s? 

IV. Symbols: Know the major symbols in the novel and what they symbolize: the green light, the eyes of Dr. TJ Eckleberg, Daisy, colors (white, yellow, blue, gray, green, etc).

V. Themes: Know the major themes of the novel.
Examples: What is Fitzgerald’s message about the upper class? What is his message about the American dream? 

VI. Vocabulary: Know the definitions, synonyms, antonyms and usages of the following words from your vocabulary matrices: supercilious, peremptorily, contemptuous, sumptuous, provincial, melodious, disconcerting, incredulity, defunct, innumerable, reveries, turgid, presumptuous, boisterously, morbid, fortuitously, garrulous, malice, dejection, complacent, solidarity, eluded, transitory, harrowing
