Class Tensions: new middle class emerges : factory owners, entrepreneurs, investors, stock holders; small middle class benefits most from Industrial Revolution; gradual decrease in amount of self-sufficient farmers: they become wage laborers; urban poor greatly increases: sharp stratification of wealth in urban centers: resentment by lower class; educational opportunities increased but access was to readily available to urban poor: children had to work to support family
