2. 26-44: What do Creon’s words tell you about his views of governments and his role as king?

3. 51-91: What does Haemon reveal about himself in his speech?

4. 51-60: In what ways does Haemon’s speech reflect the ideals of democracy?

5. 95-100: How does the conflict between Haemon and Creon illustrate a typical conflict between a parent and a child?

6. 106: Analyze Haemon’s comment.

7. 119-121: What does Haemon mean when he says that Antigone’s death will cause another? What does Creon think he means?

8. 141-149: What do you make of Creon’s decision to bury a person who is still alive when he has steadfastly refused to bury a dead one?

9. Ode 3: What does the chorus believe has prompted the confrontation between Haemon and Creon?

10. Looking at Odes 1, 2 & 3, what do you see as some of the emerging themes in Antigone?
