Atticus’ strength and courage is truly revealed when he is willing to sacrifice himself for others. When Atticus is spit on by Bob Ewell after the trial, rather than being angry about being disrespected, he says “‘I wish Bob Ewell wouldn’t chew tobacco” (217).  He chooses not to focus on Ewell; instead, he takes the high road and ignores Ewell’s actions. Not only does he take the high road, he is willing to take the disrespect if it means saving someone else a beating. He explains to Scout and Jem that “if spitting in my face and threatening me saved Mayella Ewell one extra beating, that’s something I’ll gladly take” (218). Most people would not think of allowing someone else to antagonize them. Not only does Atticus allow it, he actually asks for it if it means someone else will be spared. Having the strength and courage to do this is rarely found in anyone, making Atticus a unique individual.
