

In anticipation of your research, you must poll a minimum of SIX different people including 1 teacher, administrator or other staff member, 4 students (1 from each grade level and at least two you don’t know!), and 1 family member. For each person you interview, you need to complete the following steps on a separate sheet of paper:

1. Write down the person’s name and title. Example: Mrs. Mirsch/ English teacher 

2. Write down the date of the interview
3. Take notes of the participant’s responses to the poll questions
