World History Interview and Oral History Project

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Project is due Thursday, May 17, 2012
Purpose:
1. Learn about historic research and the writing of history
2. An opportunity for the student to study a topic that he/she has an abiding interest
3. The student will demonstrate the ability to communicate orally and in written expression
Project:
1. Have a conversation with a parent/guardian/other about any historic event within the past 80 years important to the family and or his/her life.
2. Choose a historic event to research: Identify 3 sources, these may include the internet
3. Create 25 open questions and conduct an interview
4. Type out the interview, the average length will be 3 pages, double spaced
5. Write out 5-8 paragraph summary of the historic event with context to you and the person interviewed
6. Oral Presentation of 2-3 minutes explaining what you learned about the topic and person interviewed
Benchmark deadlines:
1. April 30th – 25 questions written; as well as sources for topic identified
2. May 3rd – have information on your topic to write an outline and rough draft of your topic in class
3. May 4th – have time and place you will conduct the interview
4. May 8th and 9th – have your essay typed
5. May 14th – interview should be completed and in process of being typed
6. May 17th – project is turned in and oral reports begin
