Turn in a final typed draft with changes from the peer and adult essay. 

Attach the peer/adult edited draft to final draft and the original hand-written timed writing with the rubric on the bottom

Deadline: Tuesday, April 12th
Instructions—Follow the steps below to edit the student paper:

1. Write “Edited by” and print your name at the top or bottom of the essay, sign it, and date it.

2. Read the essay with an eagle eye, making any corrections in spelling, grammar, punctuation and mechanics directly on the paper. 

3. Check MLA basic paper format:

a. Margins are set to 1 inch all around

b. Paper is evenly double spaced throughout

c. There is a header consisting of writer’s last name and the number of the page ½ inch from the top and flush with the right margin in same font as rest of paper

d. There is a header flush with the left margin that includes the writer’s full name, the instructor’s name, the course name and the date (spelled out)—in that order

e. The font is Times New Roman, 12 pt.

f. The title is centered

4. Check the language: Are there lots of descriptive words and sensory details? Do you get a picture of the place? 
5. Check the organization: Does each paragraph have a main idea? Does the sequence of paragraphs make sense?

6. Does the writer address not only sensory details but also emotions?

7. Write all comments directly on the essay, and change anything else you think needs fixing.
