Instructions: Working in small groups, choose one of the following topics to research, discuss and teach to the class in about a 10-minute presentation:

1. What are the sources of Elie’s his internal and external conflict throughout the book? Describe his interactions with other characters and how these interactions define him as a person. 

2. Analyze how the Elie Wiesel changes from the beginning of the book to the end. Think specifically about his relationship with his family, especially his father, and with God. Interpret how his change illustrates the book’s theme.  

3. Present a biography of Elie Wiesel. What was his purpose in writing Night? Does he succeed? What is the memoir’s primary message? How does the narrator in this work affect the tone, plot and credibility of the text?

4. Compare and contrast the topics/themes of Night to similar ones expressed in two other selections that we have read this year (at least one should be a different genre). Discuss how the selection of genre shapes the theme or topic.

5. Examine and discuss Weisel’s style. Identify and explain the significance of various literary devices, looking at figurative language—such as hyperbole, irony, paradox, metaphor, simile, personification, and metonymy. Discuss the symbolism of the title and how it is developed throughout the memoir.
