     In honor of the millennium, The European Union has decided that a monument should be created to recognize the most influential people and events in modern European history. A competition will be held to find the best design concept possible, and no expense will be spared in its construction. The winner will enjoy fame, fortune, and a lucrative prize as well.

     As a student of AP European History, you can draw upon what you have learned in the past year to design a meaningful and effective monument. The requirements for the contest are as follows:

CONTENT
The monument will focus on the time period 1450 AD to 2001 AD, and will include the following four topics:

A. The most influential man

B. The most influential woman

C. The most influential idea/event (can be specific—occurring over days or months, or general—occurring over years or decades), ism, etc. 
D. The most influential technology

For each of these topics, focus on an analysis of how these people, events, and technologies changed the course of history, as opposed to a detailed biography or an explanation of how an invention works. ALSO—BE ORIGINAL!!!

THE PRESENTATION, or “THE PITCH” 

     Why should you win? What is it about your idea that makes it stand out from the rest? Why should a substantial amount of money be spent on making your idea a reality? These are the questions you will have to answer, and you need to effectively “sell” your idea in order to make people take it seriously. 

     The presentation should include a visual depiction (e.g. on posterboard, a model, overhead transparency) that gives the audience an idea of what your monument will look like. Explain to the audience why you chose your design and how it symbolizes the people and things it represents. Also include a description of where the monument would be located, as well as an estimate of its approximate cost.

· PRESENTATIONS SHOULD BE 10 minutes in length

· Include a handout (enough for all students) that summarizes the key ideas of your presentation.
