Writing Assignment #12 – Poetry: Choose ONE of the following writing assignments to complete by Tuesday, March 30, 2010
OPTION 1: Write Your Own Poem

1. Write your own poem following these guidelines:

· Must be typed, but NO MLA format needed. Be creative with font and font size.
· Any subject (school appropriate; would you let your parents/principal read this poem?)
· Use 4 different poetic devices and label each device.
· 13 lines minimum, and each line must have at least 4 words

· Original title

· Include a graphic that visually represents your poem
2. On a separate sheet of paper, or on the back of the poem, in MLA format, provide a brief explanation (2-4 sentences) of each device used in your poem (i.e. why it is what it is, what it represents, what it adds, etc.), as well as the significance of the title.
OPTION 2: Music as Poetry

1. Select a song (school appropriate; would your principal allow this song to be played over the loud speaker?). The song must have poetic merit, employing poetic devices and requiring interpretation.  In other words, the song’s meaning must not be entirely straight forward.
· Lyrics must be typed, but NO MLA format needed. Be creative with font and font size.
· Include a graphic that visually represents the song
· Label at least 3 different poetic devices used in the song’s lyrics
2. On a separate sheet of paper, or on the back of the song, in MLA format, identify and provide a brief explanation (2-4 sentences) for each of the following in the song:

· Speaker(s)*
· Tone*
· Theme*
· Significance of the title*
· The 3 poetic devices

* you must refer to parts of the song that support your ideas in your explanation.
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
