English 3-4 CP: Second Quarter Independent Reading Expectations
The Book:
· English/European/World subject matter or author

· Non-fiction / of literary merit 
· Approximately 250 pages
· Have your book by Monday, November 29th
· Bring your DIRT book with you everyday 
· Do not choose any book you’ve read before
· Commit to a book after the first week—you have a one-week grace period to try a book out
“Daily” Independent Reading Time (a.k.a. DIRT):
· Official DIRT days are Monday and Friday, but also after tests, quizzes, etc.—best to have it every day
· Have your book out and be ready to read when the bell rings on official DIRT days
· Read and sustain your reading quietly for 10-15 minutes. 
· Write a 1/2 page response in your Composition Book and keep a log of your responses. Remember to vary the way you respond to your reading by choosing from the list of 50 different ways to respond to your reading). YOU SHOULD NOT SUMMARIZE.
Other notes:
· You are not penalized for forgetting your book one day—apart from random, graded checks. Use one of your passes to go get your book OR just pick out something to read from my bookshelf for that day, and still record a response in your DIRT log.
· If you have an excused absence you may make up a DIRT day by reading at home for 15 minutes and having a parent sign your response in your DIRT log. 
· There is a DIRT participation grade that will go into the overall grade this quarter—that means starting on time, reading quietly for the full time period, keeping neat logs, etc.
