1. What is the setting (time and place) of the film? (Hint: this is stated at the beginning of the movie.)

2. How is Keats characterized? Describe him with adjectives and provide two specific examples from the movie that support your character description:

5. Do you think John Keats and Fanny Brawne are well suited for one another? Explain.

6. Describe a secondary character in the movie. Include his or her name and a brief description of personality traits. 

7. Who is your favorite character in the movie? Explain.

8. What if anything surprised you most about life in early 19th century England as it was depicted in the movie?

9. What is your favorite scene in the movie? Explain.

10. Copy down as many examples of Keats’s poems that are quoted in the movie as you can. Write them out as completely as possible by listening only. You may later refer to your copies of the poems and add the titles:
