Senior Multi-Media Presentations

For your multi-media presentation, you will be required to complete a PowerPoint, present it to the class, and write an essay. You will be allowed to work with only 1 partner. If you prefer, you may work alone.
The following are options for you to consider as you determine your topic. For your project, you must highlight at least one piece of literature that we studied.
 

1. Analyze female roles through out genres studied from the semester.

2. Discuss the various archetypes throughout literature studied from the semester.

3. Using literature such as Brave New World and “A Modest Proposal” propose radical reform ideas for problems society is facing today.

4. Looking at the various themes studied this semester, connect those themes to your own personal life.

5. Explore connections to literature, life and all aspects of art including painting, sculpture, architecture, clothing, etc.

6. Choose an author we’ve studied this past semester and analyze how that author’s life influenced his or her works of literature, giving specific examples.

7. Your choice – must be approved by me.

  

PowerPoint Presentation

· Your presentation must be 8-10 minutes long (10-20 slides) – you will be timed. Points will be docked for presentations under 8 minutes and presentations over 10 minutes.

· You must have a minimum of 4 visuals in your presentation. These can include pictures on your slides, handouts for the class, or other items that you bring in.

· You must include the thesis from your paper on one slide.

· Your PowerPoint is worth 50 points, and your presentation is worth 50 points.

Essay
· You and your partner will work on the essay together. You will only turn in one.

· You may write your essay in sections that include headings in proper MLA formatting.

· Your essay must strictly adhere to MLA formatting guidelines including font, margins, spacing, and citations. You must include a works cited page.

· Your essay must be at least 4 pages long.

· Your essay must highlight at least one piece of literature that we studied this semester.

· Your essay will be graded based on the CVUHSD rubric.

· Your essay is worth 100 points.

Due Date

· Presentations will be scheduled from June 14-16. You MUST present on the day you are scheduled. If you are absent from school, your partner will still be required to present, and you will not receive credit for the presentation. If you are both absent, neither of you will receive credit for the presentation.
· You are aware of this due date ahead of time. There are no exceptions.
· If you are going to be absent on the day you present, you must notify me by Friday, June 11th so I can reschedule your presentation.
· Your paper is due the day you present. No exceptions.
