Chapter 21: Civil Rights
 Standard 11.10: Students analyze the development of federal civil rights and voting rights.

1. Explain how demands of African Americans helped produce a stimulus for civil rights, including President Roosevelt's ban on racial discrimination in defense industries in 1941, and how African Americans' service in World War II produced a stimulus for President Truman's decision to end segregation in the armed forces in 1948. 

2. Examine and analyze the key events, policies, and court cases in the evolution of civil rights, including Dred Scott v. Sandford, Plessy v. Ferguson, Brown v. Board of Education, Regents of the University of California v. Bakke, and California Proposition 209.

3. Describe the collaboration on legal strategy between African American and white civil rights lawyers to end racial segregation in higher education.

 4. Examine the roles of civil rights advocates (e.g., A. Philip Randolph, Martin Luther King, Jr., Malcom X, Thurgood Marshall, James Farmer, Rosa Parks), including the significance of Martin Luther King, Jr.'s "Letter from Birmingham Jail" and "I Have a Dream" speech.

5. Discuss the diffusion of the civil rights movement of African Americans from the churches of the rural South and the urban North, including the resistance to racial desegregation in Little Rock and Birmingham, and how the advances influenced the agendas, strategies, and effectiveness of the quests of American Indians, Asian Americans, and Hispanic Americans for civil rights and equal opportunities. 
6. Analyze the passage and effects of civil rights and voting rights legislation (e.g., 1964 Civil Rights Act, Voting Rights Act of 1965) and the Twenty-Fourth Amendment, with an emphasis on equality of access to education and to the political process. 

7. Analyze the women's rights movement from the era of Elizabeth Stanton and Susan Anthony and the passage of the Nineteenth Amendment to the movement launched in the 1960s, including differing perspectives on the roles of women. 

Essential Questions:

1. What legal avenues were taken to achieve advancements in the Civil Rights movement?
2. Who were the key leaders in the Civil Rights movement and what was their impact?

3. How did the Civil Rights movement affect other minority groups?

Essential Vocabulary Terms

1. civil disobedience nonviolent protest: the deliberate breaking of a law by ordinary citizens, carried out as nonviolent protest or passive resistance.
2. civil rights basic rights: rights that all citizens of a society are supposed to have, for example, the right to vote or to receive fair treatment from the law. These rights as conceived in U.S. law are set forth in the 13th and 14th Amendments to the U.S. Constitution and in some congressional acts.
3.  equal opportunity: equal treatment for all: the availability of the same rights, position, and status to all people, regardless of gender, sexual preference, age, race, ethnicity, or religion.
4. integration: equal access for all: the process of opening a group, community, place, or organization to all, regardless of race, ethnicity, religion, gender, or social class.
5. nonviolence: principle of refraining from using violence: the principle of refraining from using violence, especially as a means of protest.
6. segregation: enforced separation of racial groups: the practice of keeping ethnic, racial, or gender groups separate, especially by enforcing the use of separate schools, transportation, housing, and other facilities, and usually discriminating against a minority group.
7. freedom of expression: The freedom to convey or thoughts and feelings.
8. judicial activism: social change effected by judicial decree: the doctrine that the judicial branch, especially the federal courts, may interpret the Constitution by deviating from legal precedent as a means of effecting legal and social change.

9. federalized: put under the jurisdiction of the Federal government.

10. assimilation: the policy of incorporating different racial or cultural groups into the dominant society.
