Chap. 1, Sec. 1:
1. Know how the Native Americans got here and when.

2. Know the major Native American civilizations which “greeted” the Spaniards. There is one question on all of them we discussed.
3. Know who, when, how and particularly why the Spaniards traveled to the Americas. (From Powerpoint.)
4. Know who (what groups) settled the English colonies (all 3 regions), why they settled there (different colonies were founded for different reasons) and what they did for a living once they arrived. (Think similarities and differences between the regions.) (From Powerpoint).
5. Look at the handouts: Aztec Marketplace, Conquest of the Incas, Columbus’s journals and analyze what they tell us about the confrontation between the “Two Worlds.”

Chap. 1, Sec. 2:

1. Look at all of your Causes of the Revolution—the event and its importance.  There is at least one question on nearly all of them.

2. Know all of the battles.  There is at least one question on nearly all of them.

3. Pay particular attention to the acts (taxes) passed by Parliament.

4. Know who wrote the Declaration of Independence, where the ideas for it came from and when it was signed.
