	Preparedness
	Not prepared at all. Get up and giggle and step on each other’s lines. Lots of awkward pauses.


	Somewhat prepared. No awkward pauses but clear that the scene has not been read and rehearsed several times before.
	Very prepared. Reading is smooth and lively. It is clear that the group has practiced.

	Accurate Translation
	The scene is incomplete or completely different than the play. Appears little to no effort was made.
	The scene is complete but lacks depth or completely misses the point of the Episode.
	The scene is both complete and well-suited the episode. It captures the essence of the episode while still creatively updating the context and words.

	Costumes and Props
	No costumes or props or very little attempt to have creative and interesting costumes or props.
	An attempt at costumes and/or props but poorly constructed or conceived.
	Costumes and props that clearly illuminate or help the audience to appreciate the meaning and context of the scene.

	Creativity of the Context
	No context; just a rewriting of what was said.
	A clear and somewhat interesting or clever context. May falter or fall off by the end.
	A clear context that lasts the length of the scene and actually illuminates the ideas behind the Episode.
