· Find at least 8 images that reflect the content from T.S. Eliot’s poem “Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock” Using the images, create a collage that illustrates the mood and message of the poem. The images can be drawn, cut out from publications, or even computer generated. 

· Select 1-3 lines from a song that you feel captures the mood and message of the poem. You are trying to draw a parallel between the poem “Love Song…” and a song of your choice. Include the artist and title of the song in addition to the lyrics you use. Be sure to use quotation marks around the lyrics. Remember that the punctuation will be inside the quotation marks, since we do not have a parenthetical citation!
· Lastly, write an explanation of which theme and mood your lyrics reflect. Be sure to explain how you feel the lyrics connect to/ parallel the imagery/mood of the poem.

· Presentation: you can choose to display the content of the project as either a poster that is larger than 8 ½ X 11 or a PowerPoint presentation. Be prepared to present your project to the class.
